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1 SECTION B: The right to be a child
 

When I approach a child, he inspires in me two sentiments; tenderness for what he is, and respect for what he may become.

Louis Pasteur

1.1 Introduction

Children are the most vulnerable persons in society; they depend on adults for almost everything, depending on which stages of growth they are. They therefore cannot exist without the help of those older than them, and these can be their parents, teachers, guardians, extended families, siblings etc.

HIV and AIDS have brought challenges in the lives of some people who are either infected or affected and children are not an exception.

The aim of this information pack is to explore where children are in the whole struggle against the pandemic, whether they are HIV positive or negative. It is to find out how they fit in the struggle and what can be done to assist as well as prevent them from being even more vulnerable.  

1.2 Challenges facing children in society today

1.2.1 Drugs and alcohol

The challenge of drugs and aclohol abuse amongst children is increasing. At schools, children are being targeted by drug dealers who want to sell them drugs. New drugs are being introduced and children are experimenting with them. 

Often, children take drugs and alcohol because of peer pressure and wanting to fit in with the others while some children are just curious. What started as an experiment soon becomes an addiction that often fuels other things such as having to steal so as to feed the addiction.

1.2.2 Violence 

In recent months in the country, violence in schools has been on the rise with a number of children being killed and/or beaten up by their fellow pupils. This shows that children are becoming violent at a younger age, which poses a challenge for a country with a history of violence like South Africa. It is clear that something needs to be done to prevent future incidents from happening.

1.2.3 Child sexual and physical abuse

One in four girls and one in five boys under the age of 16 have been sexually abused in South Africa and a child is raped every 24 minutes in SA (http://www.powa.co.za). These statistics are obviously shocking and often leaves one wondering!
Sexual child abuse has been a troublesome subject for many people over the years. South Africa has one the highest cases of sexual child abuse in the world! It is argued that this is fuelled by the HIV and AIDS pandemic due to some men believing that having sex with a virgin will cure them of HIV and in most cases the ‘virgin’ happens to be a child. This in return, fuels the epidemic.

In most cases of sexual child abuse, the abuser is someone that the child knows.

The issue of physical child abuse is often debated by parents, guardians, teachers etc. as to when it become abuse as opposed to just disciplining a child. Either way there have been some horrific cases involving physical child abuse, in which it was very obvious that the child is or was abused. Children not only have to nurse the physical symptoms of either sexual or physical abuse, but also the emotional scars that often takes more time to heal.

1.2.4 Child exploitation

There have been cases of children used in pornography on the internet, or in some instances used as sex workers. This degrades the child and robs them of their dignity. 

Human trafficking seems to be on the increase in Africa and children are no exception. Children are often taken across borders to be used as sex slaves or in child labour.

1.3 The situation of children and HIV and AIDS in South Africa

It seems as though currently in South Africa children are aware of the HIV and AIDS epidemic. It is clear that they are directly affected, as in most cases are dependent on others, mainly adults (who might be infected) to assist them.

1.3.1 Orphans and vulnerable children

1.5 million Children under the age of 18 were maternal orphans (i.e. had lost a mother or both parents), and 66% of these children had been orphaned as a result of HIV/AIDS by the middle of 2006. (Biennial Report on the State of the South African HIV/AIDS Epidemic, Issued by Actuarial Society of South Africa). 

Even though other causes of death might have contributed to the children being orphans, AIDS remains the leading cause. Sometimes these children get cared for by relatives, guradians or get adopted, but unfortunately, sometimes there just isn’t anybody around to look after them and some of them might become street kids. 

1.3.2 Child-Headed Households

Children find themselves in situations where they have to take care of household because of parents having passed on and in some instance not having a relative or guardian available, or willing to look after them. Even though there is no comprehensive data available on the child headed households, the situation has potential of rising due to the HIV and AIDS pandemic.

1.3.3  Children living with HIV

It is estimated that by 2006, there were 260,000 children aged below 15 living with HIV in South Africa and another 10 000 children already receiving ARV treatment(http://www.avert.org). 

Most of the children living with HIV have contracted it from their mothers through mother-to-child transmission. It is however important to note that there is a number of children who contracted HIV through sexual transmission, either through being raped or through engaging in consent sex at a very young age. 
1.4 Rights of children

Children, like other members of society have certain rights. They need to be protected as they are the most vulnerable individuals in society and these rights assists in protectinmg them.

Section 28 of the Bill of Rights in the constitution, says the following regarding the rights of children:

Every child has the right to - 

a. A name and a nationality from birth; 

b. Family care or parental care, or to appropriate alternative care when removed from the family environment; 

c. Basic nutrition, shelter, basic health care services and social services; 

d. Be protected from maltreatment, neglect, abuse or degradation; 

e. Be protected from exploitative labour practices 

f. Not be required or permitted to perform work or provide services that - 

i. Are inappropriate for a person of that child's age; or 

ii. Place at risk the child's well-being, education, physical or mental health or spiritual, moral or social development; 

g. Not be detained except as a measure of last resort, in which case, in addition to the rights a child enjoys under sections 12 and 35, the child may be detained only for the shortest appropriate period of time, and has the right to be - 

i. Kept separately from detained persons over the age of 18 years; and 

ii. Is treated in a manner, and kept in conditions, that take account of the child's age; 

h. Have a legal practitioner assigned to the child by the state, and at state expense, in civil proceedings affecting the child, if substantial injustice would otherwise result; and 

i. Not be used directly in armed conflict, and to be protected in times of armed conflict. 

2. A child's best interests are of paramount importance in every matter concerning the child (http://www.concourt.gov.za)
There are other legislations that protect children - such as the The Children's Bill, the Domestic Violence Act, and others.
1.5 What kind of services are available for children?

1.5.1 Psycho-social support

Chilren need to be loved, cared for and supported. Counselling services as well as programmes for children are offered by certain organisations. More details on this can be obtained from the Department of Social Development.

1.5.2 Social grants

In an attempt to deal with the poverty issue in the country, the government has introduced social grants. There are different grants for children depending on the situation of the child. Applications are done at the nearest Department of Social Development’s offices.
1.5.2.1 Child support grant

This grant is for children who are from underprivileged homes and is paid to children aged 0-14 years old. The grant is paid out to the mother, father or primary caregiver of the child i.e. a person responsible for the well being of the child. The parents in this case will have to go through a means test to show that they are in need of the grant.

The amount of the grant is R210 per month
1.5.2.2 Foster care grant

This grant is for those children who are placed foster care because they are considered to be children at risk. Biological parents of the child cannot collect this grant. The foster parent is not the biological parent of the child. There is no means test for this grant.
The amount paid for a foster care grant is R450 per month.
1.5.2.3 Care-dependency grants

This is for children who are disabled and in need of special care. Biological parents, foster parents and guardians can apply for this grant on behalf of the child. They must be qualified disabled by a doctor. If one is receiving a foster care grant for the child and the child is also disabled, he/she can also get a care-dependency grant.

The amount of the grant is R700 per month

1.6 Conclusion

Children are faced with a lot of issues these days; the role of a child has changed tremendously throughout the years due to social challenges occurring in society today. We see children growing up before their time and taking on responsibilities at a younger age. We see children being abused and in some cases we see children themselves abusing other children; this goes to show that as society, we have great task ahead of us!

Adults need to understand that children are also citizens just like them. They need to love and respect them so that children can do the same in return. Children also have to know from an early age that rights go hand in hand with responsibilities and as children they have a responsibility of respect and listen to their parents.

These sessions also encouraged networking, comradeship and skills transfer. This epitomises the AC monthly meetings, hence – bua@AC.

The AIDS Consortium bua sessions stand out as a pioneering initiative, bringing together over 100 HIV and AIDS and human rights activists monthly to discuss topical issues, hence a different theme each month. These have taken place for 16 years and are thus renowned in the sector. 

The objectives of these bua sessions include, but are not limited to: 
Networking and community profiling platform for affiliates 

Forum to promote discussion and debate on topical and controversial themes, driven by the affiliate body.  

Skills transfer and sharing the latest HIV and AIDS information through researched information presented at each meeting in an information pack 

Mechanism to share community news and events

A place to express views, which can influence strategy at local, provincial and  
national level.

Welcome Tribute by candle light:   

The chairperson welcomed everyone. 

“We light a candle to pay tribute to people who have lost their lives to the epidemic, and as an expression of solidarity in the fight against AIDS, stigma and discrimination” – 1 minute silence.

Correction and Adoption of previous minutes:

Ivy Hammond adopted the minutes and John Moletse seconded the adoption
Introduction of all present: Let’s meet one another! – Warm up

People were asked to introduce themselves to people they did not know. There was a buzz with people introducing themselves. The chairperson acknowledged people who made an effort to meet new people and asked others to use the bua sessions to network and not wait and sit still for things to happen.

The chairperson introduced the speaker Mnqobi Nyembe and asked people to welcome him with a bayete salute

Leadership - Mnqobi Nyembe

The speaker acknowledged the bayete chant and made reference that he hailed from KZN and therefore it was fitting that he gets a bayete salute. He then acknowledged the AC team for their hard work, he asked them to stand so the affiliates could acknowledge them.

The speaker started by asking two questions “how many believe leaders are born” and “how many believed leaders are made or developed” by the show of hands many believed that leaders are made or developed. If we were all leaders we would not have this infighting, in reference to leadership in CBOs he stated that we all started this for the love of the community, he also mentioned that if we did not love this we could have gone the business/corporate route. Many of us started community work because we wanted to be part of history. 

Some of you might have lost the passion and some lost direction because they focused on the seasons, we must remember that nature revolves around seasons, therefore we cannot pray that the rain must stop if it is winter…. it rains, if it is summer… the sun shines.

Question….how many of you are here because they want to change the HIV pandemic? The house was then asked to tell their neighbours that it’s just season.

We need to start focusing on solutions and not problems. All NGOs are well intentioned, so people need not to focus on themselves. 

Quote – “Each one reach one, each one touch one” lets apply IKAGENG Principle 

We can all be leaders and followers and if you are not comfortable with leading the course - leadership won’t happen.

CBO House Model - AC Team

The chairperson asked people to break in four groups each group were allocated AC staff members where the groups will focus on NGO Sustainability using the house model  

Messaging – Rhulani

Insights on the messaging, chairperson asked people to discuss messages and give feedback from the floor: one affiliate highlighted Responsibility and Accountability as important aspects of any organisation– one person pointed out that people do not want to take responsibility for their organisations another said that organisations need to be accountable to the community. Unity, Leadership and Responsibility – leaders are not bosses, teamwork is needed to make an organisation run smoothly and the theme is relevant.

Other comments: The hands demonstrate solidarity to build AIDS competent communities/CBOs - we need to hold hands one person said, Passion has to grow all the time (significance of the small hand) Ownership – people that join the organisation never want to take ownership , small hand also represents clients whom we think are not adding value to our organisation

We appeal to affiliates and if there are any people who want to endorse the messages, they should contact Rhulani.

Sharing Best Practices – Lorna Fisher (PUSH)

Ms Fisher started off by greeting everybody and then went on to explain how the house model that was used today reminded her of why do we run these community based organisations. She then explained how the organisation (PUSH) was started without any organisational development infrastructure, for two years they operated without any funding (called it a calling) other challenges they faced was that they needed rent money to pay for the property they were using, they then used one of the programmes (VCT) to generate some income by providing the VCT service to corporate companies. They also prayed everyday for an income, Ms Fisher then explained how vital it is to motivate staff and get staff to be part of the vision and mission of the organisation as these people will make or brake an organisation (they are important and we need to value them) networking with The AC and other organisations also helped her to build the organisation to what it is today. 

Ma’m Lorna reiterated the importance of leadership - that people should not do it for themselves (a quote: a founder must find, train, develop staff and provide good solid leadership) focus on the needs of the community, she makes reference to her organisation “everyday we focus on why we do we come to work everyday” it is to focus on the vision and dreams of the organisation, she also highlighted that resources is not money but the power of people. PUSH currently have a 3 programmes – VCT, Home Based Care and a Drop Inn Centre, they also take care of 254 children. Ms Fisher said that her and her staff is a generation who plants trees for the next generation to sit under.

Donations in Kind – Carol Dyantji

Ma’m Carol did a presentation see power point presentation 

· She added a few points of interest, in 2005 she went abroad to represent 102 organisations funded by Starfish 

· Her organisation was adopted by reigning Miss City Press 

· Orlando Pirates football club adopted “I AM” as charity of choice

· She highlighted the importance of reporting

· NPO’s need to tap in on BBBEE

· Highlighted the importance of public speaking skills

· Importance media releases when you have events or success stories 

· Branding is very important aspect of your organisation

· Organisations need to develop marketing tools rather than being charity cases 

· Mam Carol also shared the importance of having e-mail addresses and how organisations can use the internet to access donors  

The chairperson acknowledged speaker and could not add on anything as the speaker just made such an impression on all present.
